Installation:

1.Remove the bar, if present, and disconnect the end
links from the frame. They will be replaced. Retain the
hardware for the bushing clamps if present. Otherwise
proceed to step 2.

2. Attach the frame brackets onto the frame using supplied
hardware, making sure to align them properply with the
endlinks added in the next step.

3.Assemble the end links as shown in the drawing on
page 2. Then, install the end links to the frame using the
hardware removed in the previous step or new hardware
if it is applicable (Fig.B). Note: Use Threadlocker on the
nuts and bolts of the assembly.

4. Referencing the front page diagram; With the assistance
of a second person, hang the sway bar from the end links
and bolt through the bushings and rings using the supplied
bolts (Fig.C)

5.Rotate the anti-sway bar up and install the bushing
clamps. Then, tighten the bushing clamp and end link bolts
to the proper ft./Ibs. as detailed in the page 1 table.

6.Recheck all fasteners and then test drive. Recheck
fasteners after the test drive.
